
2015 ESTATE RIESLING

The 2015 vintage marked another extraordinary growing season.  
Warm weather prevailed throughout the entire season, resulting in       
concentrated and balanced fruit. With the warmer temperatures,     
we harvested our white grapes much earlier than in previous years as 
a means to maintain freshness and vibrancy. 

In 2012 we planted 0.6 acres of  Riesling with the goal of  creating an 
expression of  our hilltop terroir. Riesling is extremely receptive to its 
growing location, and shows the characters in which it is grown with 
clarity -- some might say even more so than Pinot Noir! It is            
minimally handled in the winery, and receives no oak or significant 
aging to modify its original character. This Riesling expresses the 
rocky soils and windswept slopes on which is was grown.

Pale, sun fleck yellow in color. The nose is lifted and                 
expressive, with a melange of  aromas ranging from floral pear 
and apple blossoms to tropical notes of  guava and                    
passion fruit. On the palate, the wine is medium dry,               
with bright and tangy acidity, resulting in a refreshing          
lightness of  touch.
